The following are vehicle installation guidelines for the GPS L2000 LOCATION DEVICE:

Equipment Provided

( GPS V4000 LOCATION DEVICE (with Telematics)

( GSM Strip antenna to be attached to the GPS LOCATION DEVICE
( GPS antenna
( Telemetry Cable

Equipment Required

( Wire strippers (for connecting the power wires to ignition), safety tape, connectors, mounting hooks

(for high vibration environments) and crimping tool, etc.
The following wires from the telemetry cable are to be connected to the call button switch:

(The wire from the pin #14 should be connected to the black wire from the call button switch. 

(The wire from the pin #12 should be connected to the yellow wire from the call button switch.

Operation and Verification Testing
To operate or test that the call button has been properly installed, press the call button switch (two quick clicks)  installed on your Location Voice Device and using the hands free kit.  The call will be made to the pre-configured telephone number.  Pressing two quick clicks a second time will end the call.
NOTE:  CALL BUTTON MUST BE USED TO HANG UP. UNTIL CALL IS DISCONNECTED, GPRS WILL NOT START AGAIN.
